“The United States Army Chemical Materials Agency has safely destroyed nearly 90 percent of 

the Nation’s stockpile of chemical agents. This stockpile was declared under an international 

treaty, the Chemical Weapons Convention, which was ratified by the United States Congress in 

1997. The treaty, and subsequent extensions, required the complete destruction of the Nation’s 

chemical weapons stockpile no later than 29 April 2012.  

The Chemical Materials Agency was given the mission to destroy 89.75 percent of the stockpile. 

By successfully and safely completing this mission ahead of the treaty deadline, the Chemical 

Materials Agency has helped the Nation clearly demonstrate its commitment to the elimination 

of all chemical weapons, enhancing safety and security for our Soldiers, our citizens, and our 

Nation. 

On a personal note, CMA has made the world a much safer place for our children and for our
