 PBCDF is in a scheduled outage for changeover activities to prepare for VX 
landmine disposal operations. This week’s activities included processing spent 
decontamination fluid, secondary waste, and Simulated Equipment Test Hardware 
(SETH) or “mock” landmines. The Integrated Operations Demonstration (IOD) 
concluded Saturday, April 26. The IOD consists of precursor activities to prepare the 
facility and the personnel for actual VX landmine processing. 

  
On May 8 at 6:00 p.m., the site will conduct a public meeting at the Outreach 

Office to discuss the renewal of its Resource Conservation and Recovery Act
