PBCDF is currently in a scheduled outage for changeover activities to prepare for 
mustard ton container disposal operations. The Mine Machine and its Agent 
Quantification System were removed from the Explosive Containment Room (ECR) 
and processed through the Metal Parts Furnace. All munitions handling and 
processing equipment has been removed from both ECRs. On Wednesday, July 16, 
the site participated in a quarterly Chemical Accident/ Incident Response and 
Assistance (CAIRA) exercise. On Thursday, July 17, the site participated in its bi-
monthly Citizen’s Advisory Committee meeting.
