The Challenge annually attracts hundreds of U.S.
and Canadian municipal fire departments at more than
25 locations around the country. It seeks to encourage
firefighter fitness and demonstrate the profession’s rigors
to the public. Wearing “full bunker gear” and breathing
apparatus, pairs of competitors race head-to-head as
they simulate the physical demands of firefighting by per-
forming a linked series of five tasks including climbing
the five-story tower, hoisting, chopping, dragging hoses
and rescuing a life-sized, 175-pound “victim” as they race
against themselves, their opponent and the clock.

The course is often run by a relay team of four fire-
fighters, but Rich and Steve ran the course as a tan-
dem team. Their participation shows a commitment to
maintain superior fitness for duty.

uring processing this week, the Umatilla Chemical

Agent Disposal Facility (UMCDF) reached the 7 mil-
lion pound milestone for total agent destruction since the
first GB rocket was processed on Sept. 8, 2004. Less
than 430,000 Ibs. of chemical agent — the remainder of
the mustard stockpile — is left to be destroyed.
